A BIT OF HISTORY
A little more (1930 era) B. V. History.

Last week I left vou af the corner of Man
Street and 1st Ave. South (wheve the little jail
15 newh. If we went south from there we wonld
cross the back lame to find the Lycenm
Iheatre (parallel to the back lane with ifs
entrance on Ist Ave 5. Encroaching on the
front south side of the same lat was a former
Pool Hall but in 1920 was used as a temporary
scheol classreom due to the “big school on the
hill” betng demelished by fire the vear before.
Sharing pait af the next lat with part of the
Pool Hall was a small “Boot Repatr™ facility
and private dwelling. The next lot was the
location of the “Printing Shop™ where Big
Valley newspapers were published from
approximately 1916 unnl 1934 {note; we have
capies, in ony Musenm, of almost every issne
ever prnted). The rest of the block was
virtually empty. Crossing fo the west side of
Ist Ave. {at the corner of Ist 5t South) and
then wallang north teward Main Streef we
find dwellings or other structures en virtually
every lot. In fact, the last three lots, before the

back lane, were oceupied by the Crown Lumber
Company. IThis was just across the back lane from
the present Tillage Office. Crossing the back lane
we wonld come te o General Store fon the site of
the present TVillage Office and Post Office
Turning left up Main St, we would see a building
heusing a Millinery Store and a Harness Hepair
shop. The next lot was vacant. Following that we
would see large building eccupied jointly by yet
another General Store and Men’s Wear store. A
big Butcher Shep came next (with an “Tee
House™ and “Smoke house™ behind 1t). A large
Restaurant came next (another “Ice Honse”
belind it too). The last building on that side of the
block was another store selling groceries and diy
goods. There was nothing on the corner lot af that
time. We might as well cross Ind Ave. where we
would see three dwellings in the area that we now
kengsw as “The Park™ {(with Memorial Cenotaph).

It should be noted that Main Street did not extend
west past Jrd Ave. i 19200 It was many yvears
later that a cut was made in the il so that the
read to the west would follow its current route
past 5t Edmund’s Church {aka “Blue Church).
For decades, the access road from the west
entered fown via a natural cleft on the valley rim
abeut a half Wock senth of the church. Indeed
the access road forked as it enteved town with one
road curving dewn the sourh side af the church
hill to join Main Street at the commer of Ird Ave.
The remains ef that original access are snll visible
tedm.  The other fork furmed sourh to jom 4l
Ave.  This was a favorite route for farmers
hauling grain to the elevators.

Wireless Public Alerting

Alerfing continues to evolve and find new ways to
provide alerts to Canadians.

Effective April 6th 2018, the most serious
alerts will go directly to wireless devices
{compatible smartphones, some tablets, and
potentially other electronics) in an impacted
area.

Wireless Public  Alerting (WPA) marks a
significant change in the way the public wil
receive alert messages. This short alert message
will be the first indication of a serious emergency
event and compliments other alert distribution
methods such as radiofTV and social media.

As a result, a public awareness and education
campaign started on March 12th with
the revision of the www.alerireadyca

and www emergencyalert alberta.ca websites.

Wireless Service Providers (for example Rogers,
Telus and Bell) and the Weather Metwork
(Peimorex) will be communicaing direct-to-
consumers, and through social media and
radio/TV campaigns that share key messages.
For example, consumers will start to receive WPA
text messages and mail inserts from their service
provider starting March 12th.

The first planned national wireless public alert
test is scheduled for
Wednesday May 9th at 1:55 p.m.
during Emergency Preparedness Week.
